SHS Building Project Update: 
On Monday, April 17 work is scheduled to begin on the SHS building project!  
Since passing of the referendum in April of 2016, there have been many meet-
ings between school personnel and the design and construction firms guiding the 
project.  To keep teaching and learning at the forefront, the project has been 
divided into 13 phases between April 2017 and September 2019.  The plan calls 
for construction to be completed by the beginning of the 2019-2020 school year.  
A few important considerations to be aware of this year include: 1.The current 
parking lot for bus drop off and pick-up will be closed at the end of the day on 
March 31st; 2. Demolition of the locker rooms is set to begin on May 9th to ensure 
that the new locker room facility will be fully functional when students return to 
school in the fall.  Regarding bus drop off and pick-up, starting on April 3rd buses 
will line up against the curb beginning on Spartan Drive and ending in the staff 
parking lot.  For a visual, see the diagram included in this newsletter.   As a re-
sult of construction, it is expected that traffic congestion near the school will in-
crease.  Parents who drop off and/or pick up students are encouraged to avoid 
using Spartan Drive until buses have cleared the area.   
 
Standardized Testing in Full Force: 
With all Juniors taking the ACT on February 28th and the WorkKeys on March 1st, 
we have entered a very busy time for standardized testing.  Additional tests in-
clude the following:  
 
Wisconsin Forward Exam 
Between March 22ndth and April 7th all 10th grade students will take the Wiscon-
sin Forward Exam.  This is a computer based test that is intended to measure 
proficiency in the social studies content area. The Forward is s a two part test 
and will take approximately 90 minutes to complete.  
 
ACT Aspire 
Between April 25th and May 4th all 9th and 10th grade students will take the ACT 
Aspire.  ACT Aspire is a computer-based test designed to show the level of col-
lege and career readiness of each student in the areas of math, science, reading, 
English and writing.

Advanced Placement (AP) 
The test schedule for AP courses runs from May 1st through May 12th.  SHS stu-
dents are required to take an exam for each AP course they are enrolled in.  AP 
exams are scored on a scale from one to five.  Most colleges will grant college 
credit for scores of three or higher.   
  
For each of the tests mentioned, students will receive detailed score reports.

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Attendance  
 
Superior High School is an excellent school. We offer a wide variety of courses and try to challenge students 
academically every day. One area we are making a very conscious push to improve on is school attendance. 
Students who attend school regularly are better prepared for both work and college. Poor attendance can 
sneak up on a student fairly quickly. A student who misses 2 days a month would be considered chronically 
truant, (thatôs 2 days absent each month, 10 months of school = 20 days absent which is below 
90% attendance). Imagine what an employer would say to missing a month of work.  
Wisconsin law states that a student must regularly attend school until age 18 or graduation. A student may 
be excused from school all or part of 5 days per semester (10 days total for the year). A student is consid-
ered truant after missing 10 days of school (not counting medical excuses, bereavement, religious holidays, 
etc.). To help motivate students attendance SHS has started a policy: ñStudents must be attending school at 
a rate of 90% or better to attend our formal dances (Fall Ball and Prom).ò We have also added that students 
will not be excused to attend state tournaments if their attendance rate is below 90%.  
 
Attendance Requirement for Prom & Fall Ball: 
Students must be in attendance a minimum of 90% of the school days to attend the Fall Ball or 
Prom.  Prom, attendance will be calculated from September 2 through March 31.   
 
The following reasons for being absent will not be factored into the 90% attendance rate:  
ƀDentist or Doctor Appointments (provided the attendance office receives verification from the doctor). 
ƀIllness (provided the attendance office receives verification from the doctor). 
ƀBereavement 
ƀParticipation in school activities 
ƀReligious Holidays 
  
Guests are welcome at the Prom and Fall Ball with the following stipulations: 
 
The guest is less than 21 years of age; and, 
The guest is currently attending high school or is a high school graduate and is currently attending a post

-secondary institution or is currently employed.  Verification from the employer or post-secondary 
institution must accompany the guest verification form. 

 
NOTE:  Guests may be subject to a background check. 
 
Requests for approval of guests must be submitted in writing to the principal a minimum of two weeks prior 
to the dance.  Approval must be granted before purchasing a ticket for the dance.   
 
The Fall Ball is open to students in grades 9 through 12.  The Prom is open to students in grades 11 and 12.  
A Superior High School student in grade 11 or 12 may bring a guest who is in grade 10.  The Prom is not 
open to 9th grade students. 
 
We will continue to tighten and improve our attendance policy as we know students must be present in the 
classroom in order to receive the most from their education and be best prepared for whatever opportunities 
are next in life.

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ADVANCED PLACEMENT TESTING 2017 
 
Advanced Placement (AP) Testing is held every year during the first two weeks of May. If your child is tak-
ing one or more AP courses this year, AP testing is required in order to receive the corresponding AP course 
credit at SHS. This year, the cost of each AP test is $93.00. Any student who receives a three or higher on 
an AP Exam will have their exam fee reimbursed after the scores are issued and confirmed. Free or reduced 
lunch students will have their AP exam fee covered by the District. The AP Test pre-
administration will be conducted in April before the May testing schedule outlined below to streamline the 
exam process on each test day. All exam fees must be paid in the Treasurerôs Office before taking any 
AP exam or may be paid online at www.shsspartanswebstore.com.  
Students taking an AP exam should arrive at least 1/2 hour early (7:30AM or 11:30AM) to the testing loca-
tion. (The testing location for all group exams will be WITC .) This time will be used to complete testing day 
pre-test information so actual AP exams may begin as soon as possible after the official start times listed 
below. Please contact your childôs AP instructor or Mr. Moll, isaac.moll@superior.k12.wi.us  if you have any 
questions.

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COLLEGE IN THE SCHOOLS (CITS) 
 
SHS, in conjunction with Lake Superior College, offers three classes in which students can earn both high 
school AND college credits.  These classes are:  Communications, Medical Terminology, Creative Writing. 
 
CITS classes are taken here at SHS.  Upon successful completion, students will have credit on their high 
school transcript as well as a transcript with Lake Superior College.  Credits from the college can then be 
transferred to the college the student attends after high school.   
 

 ADMISSION 
Students must meet the following requirements to be admitted into a CITS course: 
 
Sophomores must see counselor for qualifying information. 
 
Juniors must rank in the upper third of class or have a 3.0 cumulative GPA and must earn re-
quired minimum Accuplacer Test scores. 
 
Seniors must rank in the upper half of class or have a 2.5 cumulative GPA and must earn re-
quired minimum Accuplacer Test scores. 
 
*Students may use Qualifying ACT scores in place of Accuplacer scores. 
 
*Students are starting their college academic record.  Course grades will be recorded on college transcript 
and will affect college GPA.  In order to remain in good academic standing, students must maintain an 
overall GPA of 2.0. 

TRANSCRIPTED CREDIT COURSES 
The School District of Superior and WITC have entered into an agreement which allows high school stu-
dents the opportunity to receive college credit through enrollment in approved high school courses.

The Game 
A Quiz Bowl competition involves a team of up to four students answering knowledge-based, short 
answer questions on an alternate possession basis. The questions used in the competition have been 
purchased from Academic Hallmarks Company. Each team has the opportunity of answering twenty 
ñnewò questions during a competition on an alternating possession basis. Once the judge reads a 
question to a team, they have 15 seconds to answer. Teams have the choice of answering a question 
or passing the question to the opposing team. 
 
Scoring 
Correct Answer: +5 Points 
Incorrect Answer: -5 Points 
Pass: 0 Points 
 
If a team passes, the other team may answer the question at no risk of penalty. In this case a correct 
answer is worth +5 points while an incorrect answer counts zero. 
 
Twelve teams from eleven area school districts met in face-to-face competitions on February 8th at 
CESA #12 Conference Center in Ashland for the annual High Quiz Bowl Tournament. This double 
elimination event is held at the end of the regular season during which thirteen teams competed in 
matches on a weekly basis from late October to February, either by ITV/fiber or WisLine Teleconfer-
encing.  
 
Participating teams for the season included:  Ashland, Bayfield, Butternut, Drummond, Maple, Mellen, 
Northwood, Phillips, South Shore, Superior (2 teams), Washburn, and Winter 
 
Trophies for 1st, 2nd and 3rd places were awarded for the season winners and the tournament win-
ners. Regular season winners were: Ashland (1st place), Maple (2nd place), and Superior 1 (3rd 
place).
